Vets Voice - Leptospirosis

Does your dog go for walks in the bush?  Do they just HAVE to drink and
romp in every puddle, stream or pond?  Have you seen bandicoots or rats
in your yard?  Do your dogs go pig hunting or work with cattle?  If so, your
dog is at an increased risk of contracting Leptospirosis, a bacterial disease
that can cause a potentially fatal illness.  Even more disturbing is the fact
that you could contract the illness by any of the above factors.

This disease is probably better known as “Weil’s Disease”.  Years ago it was
very prevalent locally in cane cutters due to the cutting of cane by hand.
This resulted in the burning of cane to minimise the exposure to the disease.
 But unfortunately, many occupations are still exposed to Leptospirosis
including beef, dairy and pig farmers, pig hunters, abattoir workers, banana
farmers and cross country athletes.

The bacterium Leptospira has many different ‘strains’.  The two strains which
are prevalent in this area are Leptospira icterohaemorrhagica and Leptospiria
australis.

Carriers of the disease include cattle, pigs, bandicoots, mice, rats and other
rodents.  Their urine contaminates ponds, streams and puddles as well as
vegetation and soil with the Leptospira bacteria.  The organism can survive up
to 180 days in wet soil and even longer in water.  When your dog checks out
the local swimming hole, romps around in the cattle yards, or even just eats
something a bandicoot has urinated on, the bacteria can invade through skin
abrasions or mucus membranes.  From there it spreads throughout the body.

Symptoms of the acute disease include fever, vomiting, diarrhoea, anorexia
and an increase in drinking and urination.  The bacteria attack the liver and
kidneys, causing these organs to fail.  The prognosis for survival is guarded
(our success rate of treating this disease is approximately 50%).  Even with
treatment that includes intensive intravenous fluids and antibiotics, liver and
kidney damage can be permanent.

Vaccines are available for both of the local strains, and vaccination for
Leptospira spp is strongly recommended.  A booster vaccine is needed 3 to
4 weeks after the initial injection to ensure complete protection.  After that,
the vaccine can become part of your yearly regime.

If you have any questions or concerns about Leptospirosis and your pet,
please contact your local veterinarian and I’m sure they will be happy to
answer any questions.
