Campaign Update

Most of our members, friends and supporters will know that the site
Paws and Claws currently occupies has been sold.  We have limited
time left on this site and have been desperate to find an alternative
site to relocate to.

Recently, a site in the Craiglie Industrial area was donated to us for use
by the Kennels.  This site is not far from our existing site and was
considered to be suitable to our needs.  Unfortunately, the application
to use the site for the purpose of Kennels, Cattery and Caretakers
Residence was not supported at a recent Council meeting.  This rejection
by Council came as a shock as it was believed the allocated site was
supported and indeed the Kennels had over 200 submissions in support
of this move.   The Council’s own Town Planners also forwarded a
favourable report on the site and the relocation of the Kennels.

The Committee would like to firstly say thank you for the support the
community afforded Paws and Claws and, if you were one of the 200
plus people who took the time to forward a submission to the Council
in support of the our recent application to relocate then we say a very
appreciative thanks to you all.

This situation now leaves the Refuge and Kennels on borrowed time
because the new owner of the site is keen to start his own development.
The committee is currently negotiating for another site in the same
area. Confirmation on this site is expected soon.

If this is of interest to you and you wish to continue to support us please
contact Mayor Mike Berwick and your local council representative to
express your views. This may help in any future decision making by the
Council. All support is sincerely welcomed.

Heartworm infection is a severe disease
in dogs and also in cats. Heartworm is
common in North Queensland due to
the large numbers of mosquitoes which
transmit the disease. These worms live
as adults in the heart and pulmonary
arteries and therefore make it very
difficult for the heart to pump blood to
the lungs. Signs of right sided heart
failure are seen in severe infections, but
mild infections can start with a cough
and reduced exercise tolerance. Adult
female worms produce juveniles
(microfilaria) which live in the blood.
These juveniles are ingested by
mosquitoes when they take in a blood
meal from an infected dog/cat. These
juveniles mature inside the mosquito to
infective larval stage, from here they are
transferred into the dog/cat by a bite
from a mosquito.

All dogs in this region should receive
heartworm preventatives to minimise
the risk of disease. Cats have a much
lower infection rate of heartworm disease
compared with dogs, but the symptoms
in cats are often associated with end-
stage heart disease and sudden death.
Heartworm preventions are also available
for cats and should be used in high risk
areas.

Pets under six months of age can be
started on monthly heartworm
prevention. If your pet is over 6 months
of age and has never been on heartworm
prevention, your pet will need to have
a heartworm test to ensure it is not
infected before starting on prevention.

A variety of heartworm preventatives
are currently available. To best protect
your family and pet making the right
decision about which method you
choose should reflect both your pet’s
individual needs and your lifestyle.

Daily heartworm tablets are available for
dogs only. They MUST be given daily
which requires high owner compliance
and an animal which can be medicated
easily. Missing doses here and there puts
your animal at risk due to the way these
particular preparations work. For these
reasons these preparations are becoming
less popular.
Monthly heartworm tablets, chews and
topspots are available for cats and dogs.
Many of these are combined with
gastrointestinal worm prevention and
also flea control. It is important to read
the packaging of the product you use
to ensure adequate coverage. A yearly
heartworm needle is also available for
dogs. It can be given from 6 months of
age but these dogs will need a top up
in 9 months time as they are still growing.
It is not uncommon to keep your puppy
on monthly tablets until it comes in for
its first annual vaccination and then start
it on the yearly heartworm needle.
