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How To Help Your Pet Beat The Summer Heat

During the warm humid months of summer it is important to provide cool solutions
for your pets so they can remain comfortable through out the summer heat. Heat
stress is a serious clinical condition that can be fatal if not noticed and treated
promptly. Here are a few suggestions to get you through.

The basics begin with providing cool shady areas for your pets to rest and play in
throughout the day. If you have an indoor pet, remember that when the house is
locked up, it becomes hot inside, so leaving a fan or an airconditioner on could be
the solution to this. Also ensure that plenty of fresh clean water is provided. You
may want to make a couple of water bowls available in case one gets knocked over.
Change the water daily and ensure that it is kept in a shady spot.

If taking your pet for a walk - early morning or late evenings are an ideal time as
the temperature is much lower. Smaller dogs, such as Shih tsu, Maltese, Staffordshire
terriers, or any breed with short noses are more likely to over heat when walking
because of the increase in temperature just above ground surface. If you bend down
and feel the air 30cm above the pavement, bitumen or sand it is very hot compared
to the cooler air we encounter when we walk. This increased air temperature prevents
the natural cooling mechanism from working efficiently, such as panting.

Having your pet’s coat clipped coming into the warmer months and then every 6-8
weeks thereafter is a great way to improve their ability to keep themselves cool. If
clipping is not an option or your dog has a short coat and is shedding hair, grooming
once daily with either a Slicker Brush or a Zoom Groom is a great way to help remove
excess hair.

Conditions that increase the risk of heat stress in pets are obesity, heart conditions
and respiratory problems. Start now to try and get excess weight off your pet. Excess
layers of fat provide insulation and reduced your pet’s ability to keep cool and also
put excess strain on the heart and joints. Weight loss can begin with simple tasks
like reducing the quantity of food that you provide your pet. This can mean simply
halving the amount of food you feed or stop giving treats and table scraps. If these
methods are unsuccessful consulting your local veterinarian would be the next step
as some conditions predispose animals to weight gain making weight loss programs
more difficult. In such cases underlying medical conditions need to be treated and
Prescription Veterinary Diets may be implemented.

Animals with cardiac or respiratory conditions will find the heat more difficult. This
is because the circulatory and breathing mechanisms that will allow the pet to keep
cool are compromised. These pets should have their exercise regimes kept to a
minimum and only carried out at cool times of day. If your pet’s condition appears
to worsen immediate veterinary advice should be sought.

Finally the most common mistake made with pets thoughout the summer is leaving
them unattended in a locked car. Temperatures in this environment can soar to over
70°C in just a few minutes. These temperatures are fatal to any living mammal
including humans. The best way to deal with this is to leave your pet at home unless
you are travelling directly to your final destination.
