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Creepy Crawlies And All That

Our pets are plagued by numerous internal and external parasites that can be
both life-threatening and simply down right annoying. By controlling these
nasties we can ensure our pets lives are more enjoyable and risk free.
“Controlling” can be an easy process in theory but is a difficult task to
accomplish when put into practice. Here is some information on worming
control.

Gastrointestinal Worms

Ensuring your pet is free of gastrointestinal worms is important not only for
your pet, but also for your family and friends. Some worms that infect dogs
can also survive in humans and can cause nasty illnesses. The infective stages
of gastrointestinal worms are widely encountered in the pets environment, for
example a walk may result in exposure. Eggs from adult worms living in the
gut gain access to the outside world via faeces. Once in the environment these
eggs, which are invisible to the naked eye, mature and hatch into infective
larvae which can infect you pet directly (hookworms, roundworms and
whipworms) or indirectly via a host (flea tapeworm, Taenia tapeworm and
lizard tapeworm) through ingestion. lliness related to gut worms is generally
uncommon in adult pets but juveniles are very susceptible to clinical disease.
Common disease presentations include diarrhoea, anaemia, colic and occasionally
gut obstructions. Many gut wormers are available and should be used regularly.

General gut wormers should be used every 3 months to ensure protection for
your dog against chronic gut worm infections. Some monthly heartworm worm
tablets or topspots will also protect against gut worms. These medications
provide maximum protection for you and your family. It is important that you
read the packaging and see what worms your particular heartwormer protects
against to ensure that your regime covers all worms. If you are on the yearly
heartworm needle you should worm your dog with a general gut wormer
tablet every 3-6 months depending on its lifestyle. To Kill lizard tapewormes,
an increased dose of tapewormer is required and these tablets will need to be
given in addition to any of the above options. The only exception to the above
guidelines is when treating puppies or kittens. Puppies and kittens can be
infected from their mothers via the placenta, milk and faeces, and are more
susceptible to the effects of worm infections. Puppies and kittens should be
wormed fortnightly from 2 weeks of age until they are 12 weeks old, and then
monthly until 6 months of age after which an adult regime can be initiated.

Gut wormers need to be used regularly as the drugs used to kill these worms
will only kill the adult worms that are present on the day that you medicate
your pet. If your pet ingests infective larvae or hosts the following day, the
cycle starts all over again.
